We understand that Northwestern Energy has been under the impression that MOVE MSTI is now representing only a handful of people and has basically “faded away”.  This letter is to serve to correct that misunderstanding.  We all took a little time off to recover from the incredible stress this project has placed on our lives, but we are here and we are stronger and more committed than ever to continue to push for our goals.  

To re-state our position – If the project is to serve the public good (which, according to NWE’s literature,  MSTI is designed to be), then it must be sited on public land.  Specifically, we would support selection of the Northern Route, roughly paralleling the current BPA line, and the East Pioneer route.  There remain some small areas along those routes that we would continue to try to work for improvements, but, in general, those routes are acceptable.  We would consider supporting a Jefferson Valley route if that routing is kept on public land and has input for the landowners in that area.  We vehemently oppose the other routes in the application.

As the time for release of the Draft Environmental Impact Statement approaches, we are preparing ourselves to continue our work.  If the public route options are chosen, we will continue to work to fine-tune those routes to make them the best possible choices.  If any of the other routes are chosen, we are prepared to work as long and as hard as it takes to see the project removed from those routes and sited on public land.
